TEXAS CITY FFA SHOOTING TEAM PROGRAM RULES & EXPECTATIONS
In order for a student to participate in the Texas City FFA Shooting Team Program, both parent and member/student must read, understand, sign prior to the participant’s first practice at TCMSR.
The Student AND Parent understand that:

1).   Participant must be an active Member in the Texas City FFA Chapter in good standing. (FFA dues must be paid)
2).   Participant will be responsible for providing all ammunition.

a. Any 12 gauge or smaller fired from the shoulder shotgun, which conforms to governing body rules of the National Sporting Clays Association will be followed.
b. Ammunition- FACTORY AMMUNITION ONLY- NO RELOADS- Ammunition is subject to inspection and verification. 
1. No load may contain more than 1 1/8 of shot. 
2. No load may contain any shot larger than Number 7 ½ for lead.
3).   Participant will pay for range fees, practice ammunition, and shoot fees at the Texas City Municipal Shooting Range, practice ammunition and contest ammo for Fort Worth Shoot, HOT Fair (Waco) Shoot, San Antonio Junior Shoot Out, Houston Young Guns, (if the participant has paid and is eligible to participate), and State Ag Clays 381 “State”.

a. Participant understands “No Pass, No Play, No Refunds” if student becomes ineligible for any event.

b. Participant understands “No Show to Contest, No Rescheduling, No Refunds”, these events are payment prior to arrival and do not reschedule and do not refund.


c. Participant understands that if they have an outstanding balance, they are subject to being placed on the obligation list.
4).   Participant will adhere to all shooting range rules at the Texas City Municipal Shooting Range and at shooting events. This includes wearing closed toe shoes (crocs are not allowed at Fort Worth, HOT Fair, SALE, HLSR, and Ag Clays 381 “State” as of the 2021 year) and proper attire to practice and competitions – weather appropriate.
5).   All scheduled practices will be under adult supervision by volunteer coaches and/or FFA Advisor(s).
6).   Participant will make scheduled practices in order to participate with the Texas City FFA Shooting Team at competitions. Practices will be schedule at the monthly FFA meeting for the upcoming month or until current with Shooting Team Dues.
a. If participant knows they will 
be absent, they will need to notify the FFA Advisor over TCFFA Shooting Team or the head volunteer coach at least 8 hours prior to practice beginning.
b. If participant knows they will be tardy, they will need to notify the FFA Advisor over TCFFA Shooting Team or the head volunteer coach 2-3 hours before practice begins.

c. It is mandatory for the participant to compete under the TCFFA Shooting Team at San Antonio Livestock Show Junior Shootout and Houston Livestock Show Young Guns, if qualified.
d. It is mandatory for the participant to compete under the TCFFA Shooting Team at the State Competition.
7).  Participant will work TCFFA Alumni Fundraising Events for eligibility of scholarships by the following requirements. 
a. participant will be required to work for one shift for the event they sign up for.

b. participant will have to work a minimum of two years of any TCFFA Alumni Fundraising Events to ensure they are eligible for TCFFA Alumni Scholarships their graduating year.
c. Any participant that does not meet the requirements forfeits eligibility of the TCFFA Alumni Scholarships.
8).   Participant will provide their own hearing protection, closed toed shoes, and shooting glasses for shooting competitions and practice.

a. Students are able to check out a set of Pilla Performance Eyewear as of the 2023-2024 school year. This set belongs to TCFFA Shooting Team and has a check out procedure for those interested in using for their eyewear for the year.
9).   Shooting glasses and hearing protection will be required at all practices and competitions.


a. Airpods, headphones, and other wireless earbuds are not valid forms of ear protection under the rules and regulations for TCMSR, SALE Junior Shoot Out, HLSR Young Guns, and State Ag Clays 381.


b. Hearing Aids will be permitted per following ADA.

10).  Participant will under no circumstances bring to school any firearm or any type of ammunition. Violation of this rule will terminate participant in program. School discipline will also apply.
11).  Participant must not have any Penal Code Violations or Game/Fish Law violations.
12).  Participant will assist in gaining sponsorships or fundraisers for contest expenses.
**13).  Participant must complete and pass the iCEV Ducks Unlimited Ecology Conservation & Management Certification PRIOR to starting any practices of the 2024 – 2025 school year. Once completed and having passed the certification, the student will be in good standing throughout high school. 



1. Participant is responsible for the certification testing fee, $40.00 per attempt (students are allowed to retake until they make a 70% or above on the certification.)
14).  Participant must have passed the Texas Hunter Safety Course. This can be completed on your own or through the Principles of Agriculture class for the 2024 – 2025 school year.
15).  Participant must retain scholastic eligibility at Texas City ISD. Since the Texas City FFA Shooting Team Program is a school activity, participant will follow all Rules and Code of Conduct printed in the Texas City High School Student Handbook and/or the Texas City ISD Code of Conduct. Do not disappoint or embarrass your family, your school, your community, or yourself.  If you must question whether a decision is a good one or not, it probably is not.

a. Participant will adhere to the “No Pass, No Play” Rules.


b. Participant will be removed from the team following the Texas City FFA Shooting Team Discipline Log
16).  Should a participant be involved in a shooting accident while at a scheduled practice or in competition, the sponsor, Texas City Municipal Shooting Range, Texas City FFA, and Texas City ISD will be held harmless.

17).  Participant and Parent/ Legal Guardian will provide the transportation and lodging to practices and competitions unless transportation is provided via school bus.
18). Participants are also responsible for practice rounds and meals while competing in qualifier competitions.
19).   I realize the sponsor, Texas City Municipal Shooting Range, Texas City FFA, or Texas City ISD will be held harmless in case of accident to or from scheduled practices.

20).  Parent will provide a student medical release form, that will be kept on file, in the event medical attention is needed and parent cannot be contacted. **See attachment**
21). DRUGS, ALCOHOL, and TOBACCO will not be tolerated. Dismissal from the team may occur for offenses that reveal the use of drugs, alcohol, or tobacco – see the Academic Discipline log for specific details. 
22). Participant will behave in a proper manner and will refrain from vulgar, derogatory, and demeaning language.

23).  Participant will respect those that are in charge of the Texas City Municipal Shooting Range, the volunteer coaches, individuals in charge of the competitions, transportation individuals, other team competitors, and any FFA Advisors/ instructors for TCFFA and other teams.
